I had just installed a camera and 
security system at our house, so he was scared away when the alarm 
sounded. Again, praise the Lord, we do not believe anything was stolen. 
 A week later, we found out someone had gotten our debit card 
information and was helping himself to our bank account. Our bank is in 
the process of restoring some money, but we are currently locked out of 
our main bank account. 
 With every trial comes a blessing. God has been good to us 
through our ministry. We have had a steady flow of visitors to our church. 
Our soulwinning ability is severely limited because of current restrictions, 
but people have been coming anyway. We had a Fourth of July Pie 
Celebration and had ten visitors with us. We had a very full church. 
 Restrictions have been eased somewhat, and we have been able 
to return to regular Sunday School and Sunday evening prayer services. 
 We were also blessed with a new battery for our car at no cost to 
us. The previous owner overpaid for a battery that was still under 
warranty, so we got a new battery and money back. 
 I do not want to sound like I am complaining in any way. GOD IS 
GOOD. We are blessed to be serving with you. We thank you again for 
your prayers and support.
